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GENERAL RULES AND REQUIREMENTS

1. There will be two standard flower shows, both conforming to the requirements of the Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition with all updates from The National Gardener magazine, as published by National Garden Clubs, Inc. Both shows are open to all to enter, provided they adhere to the schedule requirements.  FIRST SHOW: Thursday, October 27th, 2011 through Monday, October 31st, 2011.  SECOND SHOW: Tuesday, November 1st, 2011 through Saturday, November 5th, 2011. 

2. All entries in Horticulture, Design and Special Exhibits Divisions are considered competitive exhibits within their respective classes. The ultimate authority for judging is the Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition with all updates from The National Gardener magazine, as published by National Garden Clubs, Inc. This National Garden Clubs, Inc. publication will be known as the Handbook when referenced hereafter.
3. ENTRIES will be received in the back of the Flower Building.  FIRST SHOW ENTRIES: Wednesday, October 26th, 2011 1– 4 p.m, or Thursday, October 27th, 2011 6:30AM-10:00AM. SECOND SHOW ENTRIES: Tuesday, November 1st, 2011 7:30AM-11:00AM. Entries received late will not be placed.   Due to space limitations, ALL Design entries and Horticulture entries in Sections C, and R must be reserved in advance with the respective reservationist as listed in this schedule.  

4. REMOVAL TIME for the First Show will be Tuesday, November 1st, 2011 6:30AM – 7:30AM and for the Second Show will be Sunday, November 6th, 2011 1:00PM – 2:00PM.  After these designated times, the Dismantling Committee will dispose of all remaining materials. ***TO AVOID THE RISK OF SPREADING PLANT VIRUSES OR DISEASES, ALL CUT HORTICULTURE WILL BE DISPOSED OF AT THE END OF EACH SHOW BY THE DISMANTLING COMMITTEE PRIOR TO REMOVAL TIME. ONLY CONTAINER PLANTS AND DESIGNS MAY BE REMOVED BY THE EXHIBITOR.*** 

5. REGISTRATION for all Horticulture entries will be located at the rear entrance to the Flower Building.  

6. Designers and Special Exhibitors must check in with the respective Reservation Coordinator prior to exhibit placement to receive a confirmed entry card.

7. A FULLY COMPLETED ENTRY CARD must accompany each entry.

8. The Classification Chairman will check for conformity to the schedule and advise the exhibitor as necessary.  All designers must check out with the Design Classification Chairman after completing their design to assure it meets all requirements.
9. JUDGING for both shows will begin at 12 Noon and the shows will open to the public after judging is completed at approximately 3:00 P.M. 

10. JUDGING will be conducted according to National Garden Clubs, Inc. Standard Judging Procedures as stated in the Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition and as updated in The National Gardener.  Decisions of the judges are final.  Only one blue, one red and one yellow ribbon may be awarded in each class or sub-class.  White ribbons may be awarded to all entries that merit Honorable Mention. See page 9. Top awards are described on the following pages. Awards may be withheld if not merited.  
11. DURING JUDGING, only the following people may be present on the show floor: Judges, Judges Chairman, Clerks, Clerks Chairman, Show Chairman, Show Co-Chairman, Classification Chairmen, and Hospitality personnel. 

12. Although reasonable care will be taken with each exhibit, the FAIR management will not be responsible for containers or other properties.  

13. Once a reservation is made in any Division, it is the responsibility of the exhibitor to fill that reservation or furnish a substitute for the exhibit with prior notice and approval by the reservation coordinator. 

14. Additional Rules for Horticulture, Design and Special Exhibits precede each Division and should also be read.

15. National Garden Clubs, Inc. prohibits the use of all living members of the animal kingdom and taxidermal representations of the same in any design or horticultural exhibit. 

16. The American flag and other national flags must be displayed in a respectful manner and may not be incorporated into any competitive design, nor used as underlays, backdrops, swags, etc. in any division of a flower show. 

17. No South Carolina conservation plant material is permitted in any designs or horticultural exhibits. These plant materials may only be used in Flower Shows for educational exhibits and should never be collected from the wild.  Seek out reputable nursery sources that propagate these protected plants legally.  For a comprehensive list of better known conservation material please see page 11 or for a comprehensive list see the website for the Department of Natural Resources. (Refer to page 11 for the website address).   

18. Anyone may enter a design or horticulture specimen provided they adhere to the schedule and make reservations when required. Educational exhibits are by invitation only.

19. To be considered ORGANICALLY GROWN, exhibitor must have used organic growing methods and not used any synthetic fertilizers or synthetic pest controls.  

20. FRESH PLANT MATERIAL MUST BE EMPHASIZED and NO ARTIFICIAL PLANT MATERIAL IS PERMITTED IN ANY DIVISION. 

 

STATEMENT OF AWARDS

Design Sections must have at least three (3) classes of four (4) entries each to offer a sectional award. In the Horticulture Division there must be a minimum of three (3) classes in each designated section listed in the schedule in order to offer a NGC Top Award.  There is no minimum number of exhibits required except that there must be twenty (20) exhibits in all.  A section may have one (1) class, but no Sectional Award can be offered.  The winner of this class, if scoring 95 or better, would be eligible for a Division Top Award.  This statement applies to both the Design and Horticulture Divisions.
HORTICULTURE DIVISION 

NGC TOP EXHIBITOR AWARDS

Award of Horticultural Excellence: May be awarded to the correctly named highest scoring exhibit in the entire Horticulture Division, Handbook, pg 43.  A plant must be identified by its binomial name or its currently accepted scientific identification to be eligible for this Top Exhibitor Award. Only Section Award winners, (Awards of Merit, Arboreal, Grower’s Choice, Collector’s Showcase, and Show-Specific Section Awards) are eligible for consideration for the Award of Horticultural Excellence. Represented by a rosette of green, orange and blue ribbons.  ONLY ONE AWARD OF HORTICULTURAL EXCELLENCE IS AWARDED PER FLOWER SHOW. 

Award of Merit:  Represented by a rosette of orange ribbons. May be awarded to a correctly named (as above) blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in the designated sections. An Award of Merit will be offered in each of the following Sections: D, F, H, I and J.  No more than five Awards of Merit may be offered per flower show. 
Arboreal Award:  Represented by a rosette of two shades of green ribbons.  One may be awarded to a correctly named (as above) blue ribbon winner scoring a 95 or above in Section K, Shrubs and one in Section L, Trees. Two Arboreal Awards may be offered per flower show. 

Collector’s Showcase:  Represented by a rosette of brown and green ribbons.  One may be awarded to a correctly named (as above) blue ribbon winner scoring a 95 or above in Section R, Collections. Only one Collector’s Showcase Award will be awarded per flower show. 

Grower’s Choice Award:  Represented by a rosette of dark green ribbons. One may be awarded to a correctly named (as above) blue ribbon winner scoring a 95 or above in Section A, Flowering Container Grown Plants, Section B, Container Grown Foliage Plant and Section S, Combination Plantings.  Only three Grower’s Choice Awards will be offered per flower show. 

ADDITIONAL NGC LOCAL AWARD

Individual Sweepstakes Award: Awarded each show. One awarded to the winner of the most blue ribbons in the Horticulture Division. In case of a tie red ribbons will be totaled, then yellow and/or white if necessary. Represented by a rosette of green and white ribbons.

ADDITIONAL LOCAL AWARDS
Breeze Award: Represented by a rosette of sapphire and light blue ribbons. One may be awarded to a

blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section E.

Cut ‘n Come Again Award: Represented by a rosette of fuchsia and navy blue ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section M.

Garden Club Down on the Farm Award:  Represented by a rosette of green, red and yellow ribbons.  One to be given to the garden club with most blue ribbons in Horticulture. In case of a tie red ribbons will be totaled, then yellow and/or whites if necessary.  Awarded each show.
Little Giants Award:  Represented by a rosette of light yellow and green ribbons.  One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section O.

Pink Ribbon Award:  Represented by a rosette of pink ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section T and one in Horticulture Section U.
Silo Award:  Represented by a rosette of red and white ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section C.

Spice It Up Award: Represented by a rosette of pale lilac ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section P. 
Summertime Award: Represented by a rosette of purple ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section G.

Garden Fresh Award: Represented by a rosette of lemon yellow ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section Q.

Twist Award: Represented by a rosette of blue and rose ribbons. One may be awarded to a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Horticulture Section N.

DESIGN DIVISION

NGC TOP AWARDS

Award of Design Excellence:   Represented by a rosette of gold ribbons. This Top Design Award may be awarded to the highest scoring design in the entire Design Division entered by a single designer, provided that all general rules and design award requirements are met.  In Sections where Top Designer Awards have been placed, Sections A,B, C, and D, only those winners are eligible for consideration for the Award of Design Excellence.  ONLY ONE AWARD OF DESIGN EXCELLENCE IS AWARDED PER FLOWER SHOW.

Club Competition Award:  Represented by a rosette of light blue ribbons.  One (1) may be offered and awarded, per show, to the blue ribbon winning exhibit scoring 95 or above, in Design Div. Sec E, Class 13.
Designer’s Choice Award:   Represented by a purple rosette with purple ribbons.  This award will be offered in Section C. To be eligible, design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above. Petite Award:  Represented by a small rosette of blue and white ribbons.  Two awards will be offered per show, one in Section A, Miniature Designs and one in Section B, Small Designs. To be eligible design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above. 

Tricolor Award:  Represented by a rosette of red, blue and yellow ribbons.  One award will be offered per show, in Section D.  To be eligible design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above and all plant material must be fresh.

DESIGN DIVISION

ADDITIONAL NGC AWARD
Individual Sweepstakes Award: Awarded each show. One awarded to the winner of the most blue ribbons in the Design Division. In case of a tie red ribbons will be totaled, then yellow and/or whites if necessary.  Only one blue ribbon from Design Section A or B may be counted for this award. Represented by a rosette of green and white ribbons.
ADDITIONAL LOCAL AWARD

Garden Club Down on the Farm Award:  Represented by a rosette of green, red and yellow ribbons. One to be given to the garden club with most blue ribbons in Design. Awarded each show.
SPECIAL EXHIBITS DIVISION

NGC TOP AWARD

Educational Award:  Represented by a rosette of brown and white ribbons.  May be awarded to the blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Section B. Since Educational Exhibits will only be judged during the First Show and remain in place through both shows, only one Educational Award will be offered. 
Youth Award:  Represented by a rosette of red, white and blue ribbons. One (1) may be offered and awarded, per show, to the blue ribbon winner scoring 90 or above,  in Section C, classes 1 and 2 and one in Section C, classes 3 and 4. Youth designs are competitive within each age group.

SPECIAL EXHIBITS DIVISION

ADDITIONAL NGC AWARD
Artistic Craft Award:  Represented by a rosette of navy ribbons with gold lettering.  One (1) may be offered and awarded, per show, to the blue ribbon winner scoring 95 or above in Division III, Section A.

ADDITIONAL EXHIBITOR AWARDS 

Exchange Club Award: Represented by a rosette of blue and gold ribbons. Awarded by a committee of Exchange Club members. The committee will choose the most popular entry in each division, Design, Horticulture and Special Exhibits. Three awarded first show and two second show since Special Exhibits remain for both shows.

HORTICULTURE RULES AND REQUIREMENTS
1. Exhibits must have been in the possession of the exhibitor for no fewer than 90 days. Exception: plants grown from seed, seedling, cuttings or immature transplants, bulbs, tubers, corms or rhizomes.  An exhibitor may enter as many specimens as desired, provided each entry is a different cultivar or species.

2. Cut specimens of annuals, biennials and perennials must have been in exhibitor’s possession from seeds, cuttings or immature plants and grown to maturity. Bulbous blooms must have been in exhibitor’s possession from planting of bulb, corm, rhizome or it must have been cared for as a mature plant at least 90 days.
3. The Flower Show Committee will furnish clear colorless glass bottles for display of cut specimens.

4. Exhibitors should strive to correctly identify horticulture specimens and research the botanical/cultivar name prior to the show.  If still uncertain the first stop in the entry process will be the identification station.  After identification exhibitor proceeds to the Horticultural Entry Committee and then to the Horticultural Classification Committee.

5.      Exhibitor must check in with Entry Committee to be assigned an ENTRY NUMBER. This number will be placed on all the exhibitor’s entry cards as well as the exhibitor’s name, address, and name of club (if a member).  Exhibitors with many entries are encouraged to contact the Horticulture Entry Chairman in advance to secure a number.  Entry cards will be available at the September Council meeting and at each show. Please use a pencil for a no-smear card should it get wet.  Entry cards should be filled out in advance (if possible) since entry hours are very limited the morning of the show.
6.      No late entries will be placed or judged.

7.    Exhibits must be registered with the Classification Committee at the rear of the Flower Show Building between Wednesday, October 26th, 1– 4 PM, or 6:30 AM and 10:00 AM, Thursday, October 27th, 2011 for the First Show  and on Tuesday, November 1st, 2011  between 7:30 AM and 11:00 AM for the Second Show. 

8.   ALL HORTICULTURE ENTRIES must be checked by the Classification Committee for conformance to Class Requirements.  Only a member of the Classification Committee may O.K./initial entry cards. 

9.   
Horticulture Section C – Large Containers and Section Q – Collections require advance reservations with the Horticulture Reservation Chairman before October 15, 2011 and must be checked by the Classification Committee upon arrival.

10.   
A plant must be identified by its binomial name or its currently accepted scientific identification to be eligible for a Top Exhibitor Award.

11.    All classes will be sub-divided by species, variety, cultivar and color (in a series) and will be judged accordingly.

12.    Unless specified as a multiple planting, combination planting or dish garden, all container-grown plants must have only one species or cultivar per container.  

13.    Container-grown plants must have been in the possession of the exhibitor for at least 90 days.  Exception: Multiple or combination plantings, which must have been in exhibitor’s possession and growing together at least 6 weeks.

14.    Container-grown plants must have been grown in the pots in which they are exhibited.  Buckets, tubs and cans are not acceptable containers for exhibiting plants.  DOUBLE POTTING IS PERMITTED.  Containers must be scrubbed clean on the outside and visible inside portion.

15.    Exhibitors must submit only those entries that are clean, without dead leaves, spent blooms, or spray residue and are free of insects/disease (thrips, scale, fungus, mildews, etc.).  NO WIRING, OILING, PLANT SHINE, OR ARTIFICIAL COLORING IS PERMITTED IN HORTICULTURE CLASSES.

16.    Plants grown PRIMARILY for bloom CANNOT be entered in foliage classes.

17.    No South Carolina conservation plant material may be exhibited as 
horticulture. See list on

         Conservation List page 11 following these rules for better known species. For a complete list see

         DNR website at https://www.dnr.sc.gov/pls/heritage/county_species.list?pcounty=charleston .

18.   Camellia japonica are exhibited on one to two inch stems with at least one, but preferable two leaves, in cups provided by show committee.  NGC requires that leaf be attached to stem. Camellia sasanqua blooms are shown on branches in Section K, Shrubs.
19.    Wedging permitted using clear plastic wrap only (available at show). Exception: The Rose section (only) will use green Styrofoam for wedging provided at the show.

20.   To be considered ORGANICALLY GROWN, exhibitor must have used organic growing methods and not used any synthetic fertilizers or synthetic pest controls.  

21.    Horticulture (first show) will remain until Tuesday, November 1, 2011 with removal by exhibitor or member of Show committee between 6:30 AM and 7:30 AM and (second show) will remain until Sunday, November 6th with removal between 1:00 PM and 2:00 PM.  After these appointed hours, Dismantling Committee will dispose of all remaining plant material. ***TO AVOID THE RISK OF SPREADING PLANT VIRUSES OR DISEASES, ALL CUT HORTICULTURE WILL BE DISPOSED OF AT THE END OF EACH SHOW BY THE DISMANTLING COMMITTEE PRIOR TO REMOVAL TIME. ONLY CONTAINER PLANTS AND DESIGNS MAY BE REMOVED BY THE EXHIBITOR*** 

22.    Cut specimens may not have any foliage below the waterline.

23.    Terminal. Terminal bloom must be present at apex of spray, positioned as high or higher than all other blooms and surrounded by four or more other blossoms, each on its own pedicel (stem), initiating from the peduncle (main stem). A spray in which terminal bloom is depressed more than one-half its (the bloom) diameter below the highest point of inflorescence is penalized in direct proportion to the severity of the depression.

24.    Due to time and space limitations only staging and placement committees may be on the floor in the horticulture section during placement of exhibits.  Once an exhibit has been sent to Placement Committee, the exhibitor may not conduct any further grooming, rearranging, etc.  This should be completed prior to entry.  Exceptions are Section C - Large container grown plants, and Section Q - Collections, both of which require the exhibitor to place the exhibits.  Once exhibits are placed and checked out with the Horticulture Placement Chairman these exhibitors are asked to immediately leave the floor.

DESIGN RULES AND REQUIREMENTS

1. ENTRIES: Each class (1-12) will consist of four (4) entries.  
2. A designer may enter as many classes as desired, but only one design per class. 

3. Designs must be entered on Wednesday, October 26th, 1– 4 p.m, or between 6:30 AM and 10:00 AM, Thursday, October 27th, 2011 for the first show, and for the second show between 7:30 AM and 11:00 AM on Tuesday, November 1st, 2011. Designers must check in with the Design Reservation Coordinator prior to design placement to receive a confirmed entry card. All designs must be checked by DESIGN CLASSIFICATION before the designer leaves the show area.

4. REMOVAL time will be Tuesday, November 1st, between 6:30 AM and 7:30 AM for the first show, and Sunday, November 6th, between 1:00 PM and 2:00 PM for the second show.  After these appointed hours, the Dismantling Committee will dispose of all remaining materials.

5. RESERVATIONS for all designs must be made with the Design Reservation Chairmen between April 30th and October 15th, 2011.

6. Fresh plant material should be emphasized in all divisions. No artificial flowers, 
foliage,
fruit or vegetables are permitted.  Fresh plant material MAY NOT EVER BE TREATED. Some plant material must be used in every design.  (See Handbook, pp 187-190 )

7. The official American flag and other national flags are not permitted to be used within any design in a Standard Flower Show.  Furthermore, the use of any official national flag as an underlay, background, skirting, draping, etc. is also prohibited throughout all divisions of the Standard Flower Show.  Also any religious symbols used must be displayed in a respectful manner and in accordance with policies of local religious organizations.

8. The use of any part or parts of plants on the State Conservation list is prohibited. See Conservation list on page 12 following Horticulture Rules.

9. Living members of the animal kingdom are not allowed in the design division.

10. Taxidermal representation from the animal kingdom, e.g. mammals, birds, fish, etc. is not permitted in competitive designs in the Standard Flower Show, but other such crafted as toys or decorative items are allowed.
11. Contrived forms of real plant material, fresh or dried, will be allowed in all sections.
12. Treating of dried plant material is allowed. (Handbook, pp 154-155).

13. Accessories and featured objects are permitted in all designs unless otherwise stated or prohibited by design rules in the Handbook. 

14. Each design must be the work of ONE DESIGNER and that Designer’s name must appear on the entry card.  Exception, Section E, Class 13, Club Competition, Club Name and president’s name only will be required on entry card.
15. No cut fruits, cut vegetables or prepared food are allowed.
16. Background panels and baseboards, where required, will be provided by the Show Committee; however, material to cover the background and the underlay must be furnished by the designer.  Panels are cut to size from soft insulation foam panels which will hold pins to secure material. Rules p. 27. # 14


17. The committee will endeavor to protect all designs but cannot be
 responsible for 
loss or damage to the designer’s property.

18. After making design reservation(s) it will be the designer’s responsibility to furnish design(s) for the space(s).  If the designer is unable to do so, it will be his/her obligation to find a substitute and notify the Design Reservation Chairman concerning the change.
19. Landscapes or scenes are not permitted in the Design Division.
20. Designer is required to neatly list plant materials used on an index card provided by show committee.

For information:  The Flower Show Building walls are painted ivory-yellow and the rafter-hung fluorescent lights are white.

Design Division 

‘Down on the Farm’

Background panels and baseboards, when required, will be furnished by the Show Committee.  Baseboards are 34” wide and 30” deep.  Background panels are 34” wide with varying heights.  See each class for specific space allowed. Please note the classes where the designer is to furnish a covering for the background panel and the baseboard. Unless specifically prohibited, backgrounds, pedestals, frames and bases may be incorporated into each design.  
Section A.

‘In the Barn’
Designs in this section will be Miniature Designs, not to exceed 5” in height, width or depth. See Handbook pp 203-204.  Designs in this section will be eligible for the Petite Award.  To be considered, the design must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above.  Each design will be staged inside Plexiglas® cube niches which will be furnished by the Show Committee. The cube dimensions are approximately 7” x 7” x 7”. Background panels and underlays are to be furnished by the designer.  Side panel covers are prohibited. Final sizing of background panels and underlays should be done on site.  Designer has complete freedom to choose design type, plant material and other components in this section.  Reservations for this section must be made by calling Linda Bodiford at 843-303-9127.
      Class 1.  ‘The Itsy Bitsy Spider . . . ’ 

The four designs in this class will be Miniature designs, not to exceed 5” x 5” x 5”. 
Class 2.   ‘The Mouser’
The four designs in this class will be Miniature designs, not to exceed 5” x 5” x 5”. 

      Class 3.   ‘Milking Time’
The four designs in this class will be Miniature designs, not to exceed 5” x 5” x 5”. 
Section B. 

‘Fertile Fields’ 

Designs in this section will be Small Hanging, Type II Kinetic, designs not to exceed 8” in height, width or depth. See Handbook p 202 (3.b). Designs in this section will be eligible for the Petite Award.  To be considered, the design must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above.  Note the variety of staging provided by the Committee in Classes 4, 5 and 6. The staging for these classes will be set on an ivory shelf against an ivory colored wall. For additional information concerning dimensions of hanger, contact reservationist.  Designer has complete freedom to choose plant material and other components in this section.  Reservations for this section must be made by calling Michael Pound at 843 303-9127.
Class 4.  ‘Cotton Pickin’ 

The four designs in this class will be Small Hanging, Type II Kinetic, designs not to exceed 8” x 8” x 8” suspended from a black metal ornament hanger furnished by the committee. 

Class 5.   ‘Corn Silk’ 

      The four designs in this class will be Small Hanging, Type II Kinetic, designs not to exceed 

      8”x 8” x 8” suspended within a black 10” x 10” diamond shaped frame furnished by 

      the committee. 

Class 6.   ‘Amber Waves of Grain’ 

The four designs in this class will be Small Hanging, Type II Kinetic, designs not to exceed 8” x 8” x 8” suspended within a black 10” diameter circular frame furnished by the committee. 

Section C.

‘At The Square Dance’

The designs in this section are eligible for the Designer’s Choice Award.  See Handbook pgs 47-48.  To be considered, the design must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above.  The designer has complete freedom to choose plant material, design type and other components within the NGC, Inc. policy guidelines.  Please note the variety of design types and staging in this section.   Reservations for this section must be made by calling Brenda Beach at 843 881-6420.
Class 7.  ‘Do-si-do’
The four designs in this class will be staged on Charleston green pedestals 39” high with 16” x 16” square tops. Space available will be 16” from the center of the top on all sides.  No backboard panels will be used. Designs will be staged in front of ivory colored walls.  
Class 8.  'Promenade Home'

The four designs in this class will be staged on black wrought iron pedestals set on tables using a background panel and baseboard.  The black wrought iron pedestals will be 12” high with square tops 8” wide x 8” deep.  The background panels will be 34” wide x 48” high.  The baseboards will be 34” wide x 30” deep.   The designer will furnish covers for background panels and baseboards. 

Class 9. ‘Swing Your Partner’
The four designs in this class will be Hanging Designs, Type II Kinetic (see Handbook p. 202) staged hanging in the "window" openings of the white gazebo. Each "window" opening is 40" from the hook to the railing and 45" wide.  Designs are visible from 360 degrees and will be judged accordingly.  Although electrical outlets are not available, battery driven motors are permissible.  

Section D.

‘A Day of Rest’
Designs in this section are eligible for the Tricolor Award.  To be considered, the design must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above. All plant material used in design must be fresh.  Decorative wood is never permitted; however, non-plant material may be included and may dominate, unless schedule limits or disallows its use. Note variety of staging.  Reservations for this section must be made by calling Linda Smith at 843 899-1255.
Class 10.  ‘A Tisket, A Tasket . . .’

The four designs in this class will be Still Life Designs featuring a picnic basket provided by the designer.  These designs will be staged on straw bales that will be alternating heights and will be grouped two bales deep that are freestanding on the floor. Design dimensions are approximately 24” x 24” x 24”.  (Note: Straw bales are for staging only and may not be incorporated into design.) Underlays are optional. Still Life Designs are a grouping of objects and some plant material/s by which a story is told or a theme interpreted.   See Handbook, p 209, (1-4).   

Class 11.  ‘Bountiful Harvest’
The four designs in this class will be Exhibition Tables, Type II, staged in front of  background panels and baseboards which are provided by the show committee.  Designer will be responsible for covering of background panels and baseboards.  The background panels will be 34” wide and 48” high.  The baseboard panels will be 34” wide x 30” deep.  See Handbook, p 216-217.   

Class 12. ‘Sunday Dinner’
The four designs in this class will be staged on Charleston green pedestals 39” high with 16” x 16” square tops, provided by show committee. Design type will be Assemblage (Found Objects).  See Handbook, p 197.  Space available will be 16” from the center of the square top, left, right and front.  No background panels will be used.  Designs will be staged in front of ivory colored walls.  
Section E.

‘Fireside’ 

Designs in this section are vignettes and are eligible for the Club Competition Award (completed by several members of one club), which is eligible for a ribbon.  One entry card is provided.  See Handbook p 213. To be considered, the design must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above. Designers have complete freedom to choose plant material.   Reservations for this section must be made by calling Sue Lawley at 843 795-3130.

Class 13. ‘Prairie Home Companion’
The four designs in this class will be staged as Vignettes.   Spaces will be divided by cream colored fabric panels measuring 6’ deep and 6” high.  Panels are not part of the design and cannot have anything attached or covering them.  Space allotted is 6’ deep by 8’ across, incorporating a white mantel.  Mantels are 51 ½”  high, and tops are 54” wide x 11 ¼” deep.  

SPECIAL EXHIBITS RULES AND REQUIREMENTS 

ARTISTIC CRAFTS EXHIBITS

1.  Exhibits using plant materials to combine horticulture, design and craft work to add interest and beauty to a flower show.

2. Schedule determines type of Artistic Craft, permitted materials, staging and number of entries.

a.  All exhibits must contain some plant material, but if treated to alter its external appearance, it may only be used as dried plant material.

b. Artificial plant material is not permitted.

c.  Crafts are exhibited only in the Special Exhibits Division.  If created by youth, craft is staged in Youth section; by member/s of a Sponsored Group, in sponsored Group section; or by club member/s, in the Artistic Craft section.

d.  Artistic Crafts in competition are judged by the Standard System of Awarding using the Scale of Points for Artistic Crafts, p. 304 with each exhibit being the work of one individual.

e. Artistic Craft classes listed in the schedule within the Artistic Crafts section are eligible for the Artistic Craft Award if all requirements are met, See Chapter 3, Awards, p. 53. 

f. In the schedule the Artistic Crafts section may be divided into sub-sections for different types of crafts.  A sub-section need not have three classes in it in order to offer the Artistic Crafts Award as long as the entire section satisfies the award requirements and sufficient classes are eligible.

g. Artistic Crafts are not eligible for any other Exhibitor Award.

h. If not in competition, Award/s of Appreciation may be offered and placed by the show committee if merited and stated in the schedule.

i. Schedule may include in the Artistic Crafts Section design types identified in Chapter 11, pp. 231-232, that may appear more appropriate to this section due to the manner in which design types are to be interpreted, e.g., collage, decorated trees, topiary, swag, wreaths, garlands.
3. Exhibit suggestions include corsages, kissing balls, decorated packages, holiday or special event trees and/or tree ornaments, wrapping paper, decorated candles, decorated hurricanes for candles, nosegays (tussy-mussies) and other handheld bouquets, dried flower pictures, hats or baskets adorned with fresh and/or dried plant materials, pave’ designs, etc.

4. Judging considerations.  See Scale of Points, p. 304.
a.  Design is of primary importance.  Judge by the Design Principles.

b. Conformance.  As when judging all designs, consider specific schedule requirements for exhibit and divide into allotted points to determine value of each requirement.  Points are deducted by degree of infraction.

c. Craftsmanship and Technique.  Consider skill, manual dexterity, neatness of components and mechanics, etc.

d. Distinction.  Note unique and original qualities.  Overall perfection of craft is negatively affected by deductions taken in the other qualities, but never to the same extent.  Ratio is typically 3 to 1.

EDUCATIONAL EXHIBITS

1. Pre-registration with the Special Exhibits Coordinator (see Directory) by September 1,   2011 is required. Educational exhibits are by invitation only.

     2. Section A, Educational Exhibits, must each occupy at least 18 square feet, using table and

         background and/or front. Part of the exhibit placed on the floor may not extend more than 1

         foot in front of the table/skirt nor extend beyond the 7’ table length.

     3. Each exhibit will be staged on a table 7’ long x 30” deep, placed against the wall. Exhibitor 

    may cover the table and/or skirt to the floor. Exhibitor to  provide free standing

    backgrounds.

4. Exhibitor will place exhibit title on background.

      5. Handouts add to the quality of the exhibit but are not required.

6. Educational Exhibits are competitive.  

      7. Exhibits will be judged on Thursday, October 27, 2011, but will remain in place until   

          removal after the 2nd show, on Sunday, November 6th, 2011. Exhibitors are requested to

          water/spruce up fresh plant material so the exhibit stays attractive for all ten days. 

    YOUTH DESIGNS 

      8.      Pre-registration with the Youth Design Coordinator (see Directory) by September 1, 

               2011 is required. 

      9.      Section C, Youth Exhibit will be staged on tables in framed compartments furnished by 

               the committee. Committee will furnish covering for the table.

10. All Youth Design exhibits must be created by one youth.  Handbook p 228 (8.a).

11. Youth exhibits are competitive within each age group to be eligible for the Youth Top Exhibitor Award, i.e. Intermediate Youth Designers, ages 8 through 12, and Senior Youth Designers, ages 13 through 16.

‘Farm Craft’

Section A. 
Artistic Craft 

'Exhibits’ in this section are competitive, will be judged and are eligible for the Artistic Craft Award. To be considered, the exhibit must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above. Winning exhibit must include some plant material.  Exhibitor has complete freedom of plant materials and components. Note variety of staging.  See Handbook pp 231-232.  Reservations for this section must be made by calling Betty Black at 843-744-0173.
Class 1.   ‘Shoo Shoo Away’  

The four exhibits in this class will be scarecrows.  Exhibits will be staged on 2 x 4 T-frames 5’ wide x 6’ high. The exhibits will be judged from one side only, but will be visible from all sides.

Class 2.   ‘Fall Harvest’ 

The four wreaths in this class will be staged on doors that are freestanding on the floor, hinged into a square shape. Doors are painted Sangria Red. Door dimensions are approximately 36” wide x 80” high. The doorframe is not part of the staging area. The Committee will furnish and place hooks for hanging at the designer’s request. 
 Class 3.   ‘Labor of Love’
The four exhibits in this class will incorporate a wheelbarrow measuring 28”L x 13 ½”W x 11”H.  provided by the show Committee.   The exhibits will be staged on tables.  The background panels will be 34” wide x 48” high.  The baseboards will be 34” wide x 30” deep.   The exhibitor will furnish a cover for these boards.
Section B.  

Educational Exhibits 

Educational exhibits are competitive and will be judged. These exhibits are eligible for the Educational Award.  To be considered, exhibit must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 95 or above.  Each exhibit will be staged on a table 7 feet long x 30” deep, placed against a wall.  Exhibitor may cover table, skirt front and sides to the floor and may furnish an attractive background (freestanding lattice, fencing, covered boards, etc.)  Exhibit must occupy at least 18 square feet, using table and background and/or front.  See Handbook pp 223-225 for additional information. 

Exhibit 1.  ‘Goat Farming’ - This will be an exhibit showcasing how to raise and work with end products received from various goat breeds.
Exhibit 2.  ‘CSA Farm Produce’ - This will be an exhibit educating the public on how Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) works in the Charleston area.
 Exhibit 3.   ‘Cotton’  - This will be an exhibit on the history and importance of planting and harvesting cotton in the Low Country.

This Section is dedicated to young designers in two age groups, Intermediate Youth and Senior Youth. Each age group is eligible for a Youth Top Designer Award. To be considered, design must be a blue ribbon winner, scoring 90 or above. Designs in this section will be staged in Beige open faced square compartments that are arranged two above and two below and set on a table against the wall. These open faced square compartments will be furnished by the Show Committee. Each compartment is approximately 14” x 14” x 14”. Designs are not to exceed 12” x 12” x 12”.  Designers have complete choice of plant material; fresh, dried or both. Note: Artificial plant material like silk flowers or plastic plants are not allowed in any designs. (See page 22-23 under Design Rules and Regulations.)  Reservations for this section must be made by calling Dee Short at 843 871-4967, or Sandra Mims at 843 886-4748.
Class 1.  ‘Duck, Duck, Goose’ - Intermediate Youth Designers, ages 8 through 12.  The four designs in this class will be staged in approximately 14” x 14” x 14” compartments.  Designs are not to exceed 12” x 12” x 12”.  Designers have complete choice of design type, plant material, and other components. This class with Class 2 is eligible for the Youth Top Award. To be eligible, the design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring a 90 or above.   

Class 2. ‘Chicken Little’ - Intermediate Youth Designers, ages 8 through 12.  The four designs in this class will be staged in square compartments approximately 14” x 14” x 14”.  Designs are not to exceed 12” x 12” x 12”.  Designers have complete choice of design type, plant material, and other components. This class with Class 1 is eligible for the Youth Top Designer Award. To be eligible, this design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring a 90 or above.   

Class 3.  ‘The Cow Jumped Over the Moon’ - Senior Youth Designers, ages 13 through 16.  
The four designs in this class will be staged in square compartments approximately 14” x 14” x 14” deep.  Designs are not to exceed 12” x 12” x 12”.  Designers have complete choice of design type, plant material, and other components.   This class with Class 4 is eligible for the Youth Top Designer Award. To be eligible, this design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring 90 or above.  

Class 4.  ‘Turkey In The Straw’ - Senior Youth Designers, ages 13 through 16.  The four designs in this class will be staged in square compartments approximately 14” x 14” x 14”.  Designs are not to exceed 12” x 12” x 12”.  Designers have complete choice of design type, plant material, and other components.   This class with Class 3 is eligible for the Youth Top Designer Award. To be eligible, the design must be a blue ribbon winner scoring 90 or above.
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
